[In addition to the amounts apprepriated berein, Six Hundred Sevenly Seven
Nillion Eight Hundred Twenty Fight Thousand Peses (P677,828,800) shall be used for the operating requirements of the Kational Commission
for Culture and the Arts (NCCA) sourced from the comtributions of PAGCOR and share from travel fax collections, constituted into the
Hational Endowment Fund for Culture and the Arts (MEFCA) in accordance with Section 20 of R.A. MNo.  7356: PROVIDED, That not more than
tuenty percent (20%) of said amount shall be used for Persommel Services and any additiomal persommel to be hired shall be under job
arder ar contract of service, or those hired without any employer-employee relationship.

Release of funds shall be subject to the quidelines on the utilization of the NEFCA pursuant to Section 72 of the amended IRR of
R.&.
