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CONSULTANCY CONTRACT
(As GIFMIS Senior Programmer)

NOW, THREEFORE, THE PARTIES hereby agree as follows:

1. Services
2. Term
3. Payment

The consultant shall perform the Services specified in Annex A, “Terms or
Reference and Scope of Services,” which is made an integral part of this
Contract (“the Services™).

The Consultant shall perform the Services during the period commencing July 2,
2012 and continuing through January 1, 2013 or any other period as may be
subsequently agreed upon by the parties in writing.

A. Ceiling

For Services rendered pursuant to Annex A, the Client shall pay the
Consultant an amount not to exceed Fifty Thousand Pesos (P50,000) per month,
inclusive of taxes. This amount has been established based on the understanding
that it includes all of the Consultant’s costs and profits.

B. Schedule of Payments

The monthly fee shall be paid only upon submission of the required
outputs and deliverables duly accepted by the Chief Information Officer as
satisfactory and in compliance with the terms of the contract. Any change in the
delivery dates shall be mutually agreed upon between the Client and the
Consultant.

C. Payment Conditions

Payment shall be made in Philippine Pesos, no later than thirty (30) days
following the submission of the Certification as required by Item 3 (B) of this
Contract.

Administration

The Consultant shall directly report to Undersecretary Richard E. Moya for his assignments
under this Contract. He shall be responsible for the review, acceptance, and approval of the
detailed technical contents of the Consultant’s reports and recommend payment for Services
rendered by the Consultant.
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Performance Standards
The Consultant undertakes to perform the Services with the highest standards of professional

and ethical competence and integrity. The Consultant shall promptly replace any employees
assigned under this Contract that the Client considers unsatisfactory.

Confidentiality
The Consultant shall not, during the term of this Contract and within two (2) years after its

expiration, disclose any propriety or confidential information relating to the Services, this
Contract or the Client’s business or operations without the prior written consent of the Client.

Ownership of Material
Any studies, reports or other material, graphic, software or otherwise, prepared by the
Consultant for the Client under the Contract shall belong to and remain the property of the

Client. The Consultant may retain a copy of such documents and software, exclusively for
record purposes.

Consultant Not to be Engaged in Certain Activities

The Consultant agrees that, during the term of this Contract and after its termination, the
Consultant and any entity affiliated with the Consultant shall be disqualified from providing
goods, works or services (other than the Services and any continuation thereof) for any project
resulting from or closely related to the Services.

Insurance

The Consultant shall be responsible for taking out any appropriate insurance coverage.
Performance Security

The Consultant has posted the required performance security hereto attached as Annex B.

Assignment

The Consultant shall not assign this Contract or sub-contract any portion of it without the
Client’s prior written consent.

Law Governing Contract and Language

The Contract shall be governed by the laws of the Philippines and the language of the Contract
shall be English.

Dispute Resolution

Any disputes arising out of the Contract, which cannot be amicably settled between the parties,

shall be referred to adjudication/arbitration in accordance with the laws of the Client’s Country.

+ TERMS OF REFERENCE
(GIFEMIS Senior Programmer)

BACKGROUND:

On January 2010, a Memorandum of Agreement among the Commission on Audit
(COA), Department of Budget and Management (DBM), and the Department of Finance
(DOF) led to the establishment of an interagency steering committee called the Government
Integrated Financial Management Information System (GIFMIS) Committee to oversee,
coordinate, and develop the integration and harmonization of the government’s financial
management information systems.

The GIFMIS is a customized and integrated application or automation of financial
operations of the national government particularly financial planning and budgeting, treasury,
and accounting functions. This eventually will generate reliable and accurate reports in a
timely manner for the use of government decision makers and the scrutiny of the public.

The creation of the GIFMIS Application in all its functions and components require
different expertise and manpower requirements for its successful completion from start to
finish.

Critical expertise needed to properly develop, improve and enhance such a huge
undertaking involves experts in programming as well as skills in documenting created

programs.

In light of the enormity of the GIFMIS project, the DBM office of the CIO has
decided to avail the services of a competent GIFMIS Senior Programmer to assist in the
development of the source codes and associated GIFMIS documents that will complement
and enhance the current efforts of the GIFMIS team.

OBJECTIVES:

The primary objectives of the GIFMIS Senior Programmer are as follows:

1. Assist in the creation of an internet based application that will fit the
specifications provided by the office of the chief information officer of DBM.
2. Compile and write documentation of program development and subsequent

revisions, inserting comments in the coded instruction so others can
understand the program.

3 Consult with managerial and administrative personnel to clarify program
intent, processes, and calculations.

4. Write or contribute to instructions or manuals to guide end users.

5. Consult with and assist program users to resolve problems in running the
application.
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SCOPE AND LIMITATIONS OF WORK:
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Software Development
The GIFMIS Senior Programmer shall assist in the development of the GIFMIS
Application based on the approved software specifications and requirements.

System Analysis and Design

The GIFMIS Senior Programmer shall assist in conducting a needs analysis on the
specific requirements of the GIFMIS Application with the assistance of assigned
representatives from the DBM.

Documentation and Approval

The GIFMIS Senior Programmer shall produce documentation on the source
codes, process flows, specifications, and other required GIFMIS documents
subject to the approval of DBM.

Testing and Evaluation

The GIFMIS Senior Programmer shall assist in the testing of the developed
application and will present the documented results for DBM’s evaluation,
approval, and/or application revision.

Revision
The GIFMIS Senior Programmer shall make revisions, adjustments, and/or
enhancements subject to DBM’s evaluation on a regular basis.

Technical Support
The GIFMIS Senior Programmer will provide technical assistance and training on
the use of the developed system to assigned users.

WORKING ENGAGEMENTS:

The GIFMIS Senior Programmer will work closely with DBM’s assigned
representatives on ensuring that System is fully and effectively implemented.

REPORTING AND EVALUATION:

DBM and/or its representatives will evaluate the quality of work done by the GIFMIS
Senior Programmer on an established schedule to ensure the quality and relevance of the
work being performed on the GIFMIS Application.

SCHEDULING:

Time frames and scheduling of the GIFMIS Senior Programmer shall be discussed
with the Chief Information Officer of DBM.
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QUALIFICATION REQUIREMENTS:
The GIFMIS Senior Programmer should possess the following:

e Must have industry recognized certification on programming expertise.

e Must have at least 3 years experience in programming and systems analysis and
design.

e Must be able to show similar projects completed.

e Must be able to work independently and be willing to work on a collaborative basis.
