WHEREAS, the Department of Budget and Management-Bids and Awards
Committee (DBM-BAC) conduCted a Public Bidding for the Project, “Lease of Semi-Industrial
Document Scanners,” with an Approved Budget for the Contract of P9,060,000.00 for FYs
2023 to 2025, through the authorized appropriations under the FY 2023 General
Appropriations Act (GAA) and Multi-Year Contractual Authority No. MYCA-BMB-C—22-0000023,
as reflected in the Indicative Annual Procurement Plan, CY 2023;

WHEREAS, for the purpose of early procurement authorized under Section 7.6 of the
2016 Revised Implementing Rules and Regulations (IRR) of Republic Act (RA) No. 9184, the
proposed budget under the FY2023 National Expenditure Program was used as basis;

WHEREAS, as a background, the Invitation to Bid for the Project was posted on the
Philippine Government Electronic Procurement System (PhilGEPS) website, the DBM website,
the official DBM Facebook page, and all DBM bulletin boards on September 27, 2022, but a
failure of bidding was declared on October 25, 2022 under BAC Resolution No. 2022-36;

WHEREAS, on November 8, 2022, the second Invitation to Bid for the Project was
posted on the PhilGEPS website, the DBM website, the official DBM Facebook page, and all
DBM bulletin boards; :

WHEREAS, only one ?(1); prospective bidder, Microimaging Sales and Services, Inc.
(Microimaging), responded to the said Invitation and attended the Pre-bid Conference via
videoconferencing on November 17, 2022;

WHEREAS, during the submission and opening of bids on December 1, 2022, only
one (1) bidder, Microimaging, submitted a bid;

WHEREAS, after preliminary examination of the bid, the DBM-BAC, using non-
discretionary “pass/fail" criteria, determined the submission of Microimaging as “passed" for
complying with all the eligibility and technical requirements as stated in the Bidding
Documents; f T

WHEREAS, after evaliuation of the financial component of the bid of Microimaging,
the DBM—BAC accordingly declared the submission of Microimaging as the Single Calculated
Bid in the amount of P8,849,664.00;

WHEREAS, after verification, validation, and ascertainment of all statements made
and documents submitted by Microimaging, using non-discretionary criteria, as stated in the
Bidding Documents, the DBM-BAC determined the submission of Microimaging passed all the
criteria for post-qualification; , '
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WHEREAS, Section 36 of the 2016 Revised IRR of RA No. 9184 provides, among
others, that a single calculated and responsive bid shall be considered for award if only one
bidder submits a bid, and its bid is found to be responsive to the bidding requirements.

NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the foregoing premises, the DBM-
BAC RESOLVED, as it is hereby RESOLVED, the following:

1) To declare the bid of Microimaging Sales and Services, Inc. for the Project,
“Lease of Semi-Industrial Document Scanners,” in the amount of P8,849,664.00
as the Single Calculated and Responsive Bid, in accordance with Section 34.4 in
relation to Section 36 of the 2016 Revised IRR of RA No. 9184;

2) To recommend to the DBM Secretary, as the Head of the Procuring Entity, that
the contract for the Project be awarded to Microimaging Sales and Services, Inc.
in the above-mentioned amount, in accordance with Section 37.1.1 of the same
IRR; and

3) To transmit the Notice of Award to the Secretary and issue the same to
Microimaging Sales and Services, Inc. upon the effectivity of the FY 2023 GAA,
pursuant to Section 7.6 of the 2016 Revised IRR of RA No. 9184.

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Section IV. General Conditions of Contract

1. Scope of Contract 
 
This Contract shall include all such items, although not specifically mentioned, that can 
be reasonably inferred as being required for its completion as if such items were 
expressly mentioned herein. All the provisions of RA No. 9184 and its 2016 Revised 
IRR, including the Generic Procurement Manual, and associated issuances, constitute 
the primary source for the terms and conditions of the Contract, and thus, applicable in 
contract implementation.  Herein clauses shall serve as the secondary source for the 
terms and conditions of the Contract.  
 
This is without prejudice to Sections 74.1 and 74.2 of the 2016 Revised IRR of RA   
No. 9184 allowing the GPPB to amend the IRR, which shall be applied to all 
procurement activities, the advertisement, posting, or invitation of which were issued 
after the effectivity of the said amendment.   
 
Additional requirements for the completion of this Contract shall be provided in the 
Special Conditions of Contract (SCC).   

 
2. Advance Payment and Terms of Payment 

 
2.1. Advance payme

2016 Revised IRR of RA No. 9184. 
 

2.2. The Procuring Entity is allowed to determine the terms of payment on the partial 
or staggered delivery of the Goods procured, provided such partial payment 
shall correspond to the value of the goods delivered and accepted in accordance 
with prevailing accounting and auditing rules and regulations.  The terms of 
payment are indicated in the SCC. 

 
3. Performance Security 

 
Within ten (10) calendar days from receipt of the Notice of Award by the Bidder from 
the Procuring Entity but in no case later than prior to the signing of the Contract by both 
parties, the successful Bidder shall furnish the performance security in any of the forms 
prescribed in Section 39 of the 2016 Revised IRR of RA No. 9184.  
 

4. Inspection and Tests 
 

The Procuring Entity or its representative shall have the right to inspect and/or to test 
the Goods to confirm their conformity to the Project specifications at no extra cost to 
the Procuring Entity in accordance with the Generic Procurement Manual.  In addition 
to tests in the SCC, Section IV (Technical Specifications) shall specify what 
inspections and/or tests the Procuring Entity requires, and where they are to be 
conducted.  The Procuring Entity shall notify the Supplier in writing, in a timely 
manner, of the identity of any representatives retained for these purposes. 
 
All reasonable facilities and assistance for the inspection and testing of Goods, 
including access to drawings and production data, shall be provided by the Supplier to 
the authorized inspectors at no charge to the Procuring Entity.  
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5. Warranty 
 

5.1 In order to assure that manufacturing defects shall be corrected by the Supplier, 
a warranty shall be required from the Supplier as provided under Section 62.1 
of the 2016 Revised IRR of RA No. 9184.  
 

5.2 The Procuring Entity shall promptly notify the Supplier in writing of any claims 
arising under this warranty.  Upon receipt of such notice, the Supplier shall, 
repair or replace the defective Goods or parts thereof without cost to the 
Procuring Entity, pursuant to the Generic Procurement Manual. 

 

6. Liability of the Supplier

published by the International Chamber of Commerce, Paris.  The Delivery 
terms of this Contract shall be as follows:

Risk and title will pass from the Supplier to the Procuring Entity upon receipt 

 
 

 Delivery of the Goods shall be made by the Supplier in accordance with the 
terms specified in Section VI (Schedule of Requirements).   

 
Site is the Director of the Administrative Service. 

 Incidental Services  
 

 The Supplier is required to provide all of the following services, including 
additional services, if any, specified in Section VI. Schedule of Requirements: 

  

 a. performance or supervision of on-site assembly and/or start-up of 
the supplied Goods; 

 b. furnishing of tools required for assembly and/or maintenance of the 
supplied Goods; 

 c. furnishing of a detailed operations and maintenance manual for each 
appropriate unit of the supplied Goods; and 

 d. performance or supervision or maintenance and/or repair of the 
supplied Goods, for a period of time agreed by the parties, provided 
that this service shall not relieve the Supplier of any warranty 
obligations under this Contract. 
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 The Contract price for the Goods shall include the prices charged by the 
Supplier for incidental services and shall not exceed the prevailing rates charged 
to other parties by the Supplier for similar services. 

  

 Packaging  
 
The Supplier shall provide such packaging of the Goods as is required to prevent 
their damage or deterioration during transit to their final destination, as 
indicated in this Contract.  The packaging shall be sufficient to withstand, 
without limitation, rough handling during transit and exposure to extreme 
temperatures, salt and precipitation during transit, and open storage.  Packaging 
case size and weights shall take into consideration, where appropriate, the 

facilities at all points in transit. 
 
The packaging, marking, and documentation within and outside the packages 
shall comply strictly with such special requirements as shall be expressly 
provided for in the Contract, including additional requirements, if any, specified 
below, and in any subsequent instructions ordered by the Procuring Entity. 
 
The outer packaging must be clearly marked on at least four (4) sides as follows:

Name of the Supplier 
Contract Description 
Final Destination 
Gross weight 
Any special lifting instructions 
Any special handling instructions 
Any relevant HAZCHEM classifications 
 

 A packaging list identifying the contents and quantities of the package is to be 
placed on an accessible point of the outer packaging if practical. If not practical 
the packaging list is to be placed inside the outer packaging but outside the 
secondary packaging. 
 

 Transportation  
 

 Where the Supplier is required under Contract to deliver the Goods CIF, CIP, 
or DDP, transport of the Goods to the port of destination or such other named 
place of destination in the Philippines, as shall be specified in this Contract, 
shall be arranged and paid for by the Supplier, and the cost thereof shall be 
included in the Contract Price. 
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 Where the Supplier is required under this Contract to transport the Goods to a 
specified place of destination within the Philippines, defined as the Project Site, 
transport to such place of destination in the Philippines, including insurance and 
storage, as shall be specified in this Contract, shall be arranged by the Supplier, 
and related costs shall be included in the contract price. 
 

  
Where the Supplier is required under Contract to deliver the Goods CIF, CIP or 
DDP, Goods are to be transported on carriers of Philippine registry.  In the event 
that no carrier of Philippine registry is available, Goods may be shipped by a 
carrier which is not of Philippine registry provided that the Supplier obtains and 
presents to the Procuring Entity certification to this effect from the nearest 
Philippine consulate to the port of dispatch.  In the event that carriers of 
Philippine registry are available but their schedule delays the Supplier in its 
performance of this Contract the period from when the Goods were first ready 
for shipment and the actual date of shipment the period of delay will be 
considered force majeure. 

  
The Procuring Entity accepts no liability for the damage of Goods during transit 
other than those prescribed by INCOTERMS for DDP deliveries.  In the case 
of Goods supplied from within the Philippines or supplied by domestic 
Suppliers risk and title will not be deemed to have passed to the Procuring Entity 
until their receipt and final acceptance at the final destination. 
  

 Intellectual Property Rights 
 

 The Supplier shall indemnify the Procuring Entity against all third-party claims 
of infringement of patent, trademark, or industrial design rights arising from use 
of the Goods or any part thereof. 

2.2 In order to proceed with the payment process, the bidder must submit the 
following documents in case they were not submitted during the deadline for 
the submission of bidding documents/post-qualification stage/contract signing 
stage, as applicable: 

a. Notarized Omnibus Sworn Statement in lieu of the submitted 
unnotarized Omnibus Sworn Statement; and 

b. Notarized Performance Securing Declaration (PSD) or any form of 
Performance Security, as stated in Section 39 of the 2016 Revised IRR 
of RA No. 9184, in lieu of the unnotarized PSD. 
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3 In accordance with item 6.4 of GPPB Resolution No. 09-2020, a Performance 
Securing Declaration (PSD) shall be accepted in lieu of a performance security 

contract, subject to the following: 

a.  Similar to the PSD used in Framework Agreement, such declaration shall 
state, among others, that the winning bidder shall be blacklisted from 
being qualified to participate in any government procurement activity for 
one (1) year, in case of first offense or two (2) years, if with prior similar 
offense, in the event it violates any of the conditions stated in the contract; 

b. An unnotarized PSD may be accepted, subject to submission of a notarized 
PSD before payment, unless the same is replaced with a performance 
security in the prescribed form, as stated below; and 

c.  The end-user may require the winning bidder to replace the submitted PSD 
with a performance security in any of the prescribed forms under Section 
39.2 of the 2016 Revised IRR of RA No. 9184 upon lifting of the State of 
the Calamity, or community quarantine or similar restriction, as the case 
may be. 

4 The inspection and approval as to the acceptability of the Goods vis-à-vis its 
compliance with the technical specifications will be done with prior written 
notice to the authorized representative of the Supplier. The inspection will push 

latter was duly notified. In which case, the result of the inspection conducted by 
the Procuring Entity shall be final and binding upon the Supplier. 
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
