Special Provision(s)

1. MNospital Income. In addition to the amounts appropriated herein, all income gemerated from the operations af the Fort Bonifacio
General Hospital shall be deposited im an authorized governwent depositary bank and used to augment the hospital’s NOOE and Capital
Butlay requirements: PROVIDED, That at least twenty-five percent (25%) ef the said incame shall be utilized to purchase and upgrade
hospital equipment used directly in the delivery of health services.
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In na case shall said amount be used far the payment of salaries, allowances and other benefits.

Disbursements or expenditures by the hospital in violation of the above requirements shall be void and shall subject the erring
officials and employees to disciplinary actions in accordance with Section 43, Chapter 5 and Section 80, Chapter 7, Book VI of E.0. M.
292, and to appropriate crisinal action under existing penal laws.

The Philippine Arsy shall prepare and subwit to the DBN not later than November 15 of the preceding year, the annual aperating budget
for the current year covering said income and the corresponding expenditures. Likewise, it shall submit to the DBM aot later tham March 1
aof the current year its audited Financial statement for the imwediately preceding year. The Commanding General of the Philippine Army and
the Agency’s web administrator or hisfher equivalent shall be respansible for ensuring that the foregoing documents are likewise posted on
the Philippine Army website.

2. Trust Receipts from the Use of Equipment and Facilities. Fees and charges from the use of equipment and facilities collected by
the Philippine Army and recorded as trust receipts shall be used to angment its operating requireaents in accordance with Sections 1 and 2
of E.0. MNo. 1002, s. 1985.

The Philippine Arsy shall submit to the DBN, the House Committee on Appropriations and the Senate Cosmittee on Finance, either in
printed form or by way of electronic document, quarterly reporis on the status of the trust receipts. The Commanding General of the
Philippine Army and the Agency’s web administrator or hisfher equivalent shall be responsible for ensuring that said quarterly reports are
likenise posted an the Philippine Aray wabsite.

3. Compensation and Separation Benefits of the Citizen Armed Forces Geographical Units. The amount of Three Billion Four Hundred
Thirteen Nillion Five Hundred Fifty Three Thousand Pesos (P3,413,553,000) shall be wsed far the payment of compensation of Citizen Armed
Forces Cengraphical Unit {CAFGU) members and separation benefits, nat exceeding one (1) year subsistence allowance in accordance with the
IRR of E.0. Ho. 264, s. 1987 and DHD Circular Ho. 4 dated October 27, 2005.

The number of existing CAFGU members recruited for training and the corresponding costs attendant thereto shall net be increased and
be gradually scaled down in anticipation of its planned demabilization in view of the implementation of the Revised AFP Modernization
Brogram.

The Philippine Army shall submit to the DEN, the House Commitles on Appropriations and Senate Committee on Fimance, either in printed
form or by way of electronic document, an anaual report indicating the nuaber of existing CAFEU members and the year of their recruitment.
The Commanding General of the Philippine firmy and the Agency’s web adsinistrator or his/her equivalert shall be respansible for emsuring
that said report is likewise posted on the Philippine Army website.

4. Combat Expenses. As amount noi exceeding One Hondred Thousand FPesos (P100,000) per quarter for each company of the Philippine
Aray may be utilized by its tactical units for incidental and pecessary expenses during aoperational exigencies. 3Such amount, chargeable
against NOOE for cowbat expenses, shall be treated as cash advance subject to disbursement and liquidatien in accerdance with COA Circular
Nos. 97-002 and 2004-006 dated February 10, 1997 and September 9, 2004, respectively.

5. Restriction on Armed Forces of the Philippines Expenditures. Ko amouni appropriated herein shall be used to fund expenditures of
nilitary personnel in excess of those authorized and required based on the actual troop strength of the Philippine Army.

6. Apprapriations for Programs and Specific Activities. The amounts appropriated herein for the prograss of the agency shall be
used specifically for the folloming activities in the inditated amounts and conditinns:
