3. Seat Belt Use Promotions. In addition to the amounts appropriated for the LT0, Eighty Two Million Eight Humdred Fifty Mine
Thousand Peses (P82,85%,000) shall be used for the implemantation of the pravisions of H.A. MNo. 8750, including the necessary promotion
campaigns an the use of seat belt devices sourced from fimes imposed by LTD against drivers, operators, vehicle owners, manufacturers,
assemblers, imparters andfor distributors far violation of the rules and regulatiens on the wse and installation of seat belts in
accordance with Sectian 13 of R.A. Mo, 8750.

Releases of funds shall be swbject to the submission of a Special Budget pursuant to Section 35, Chapter 5, ook VI of £.0. MNo.
292,

The LTO shall submit to the DBX, the House Committee on Appropriations and the Senate Committee on Finance, either in printed fora or
by way of electronic document, quarterly reports on the financial and physical accomplishaents. The Executive Director of LYD and the
Office’s web administrator or his/her equivaient shall be responsible for ensuring that the said quarterly reports are likewise pasted on
the LTO wabsite.

4. Quick Response Fund. The smount of One Hendred Twenty Five Nillion Pesos (Pi25,000,000) appropriated for the Quick Response
Fund (@RF) shall serve as a stand-by fund to be wsed for recanstruction, rehabilitation and relief programs, including the transpert of
guods for pre-positioning by the agencies concerned, in order that the sitwation and 1living conditions of people in comsunities or areas
stricken by calamities, epidemics, crises, and catastraphes which occurred in the last quarter of the immediately preceding year and those
accurring during the current year may be normalized as quickly as possible. In no case shall the QRF be used for pre-disaster activitias,
or any other purpose not authorized in this pravision.

The BOTC shall subait to the DBN, the Mational Disaster Risk Redection and Management Council, the House Committee on Appropriations
and the Senate Coamittes on Finance, either in printed form or by way of electronic document, quarterly reports on the status of the
utilization of the QRF. The Secretary of Tramsportation and Commenications and the Agency’s web administrator or hisfher equivalent shall
be responsible far ensuring that said quarterly reports are likewise pusted on the DOTC website.

5. Public-Private Partnership Transportation Infrastructure Projects. The amount of Three Billion Seven Mundred Million Pesos
{P3,700,000,000) appropriated herein for the Public-Private Partnership Strategic Support Fund shall be used by the implementing agency to
ensure compliance with its obligations under the project andfor the Concession Agreement, including Right-of-May acquisition expenses and
cusis for the removal and relocation of informal settlers, and utilities diversion for the follawing projects: (i) Integrated Transport
System; (ii) Reqiosal Airports; and [iii) such other priority Sublic-Private Partnership Transpartation Projects.

In no case shall said amount be used for the payment of the private partner’s financial obligatipns which the government has

guaranteed. (CONDITIONAL IMPLEMENTATION- President’s Budget Action Message, December 21, 2015, Volume II-B, page
817, R.A. No.10717)

6. Servicing of Metro Rail Transit Obligations. The amount needed for the payment of prior and current years’ obligations fer
equity rental, mainiemance fees and other obligations due ta the Metro Rail Transit Corporation (MRTC), as specified in the
build-lease-and-transfer agreement betwsen the DOTC and MRTC, shall be charged against the fare box revenue and all pon-rail collections
or income of the Metro Rail Transit (MRT) 3: PROVIDED, That any deficiency in collections or income may be augmented by the amounis
appropriated herein for wass transport subsidy.

The DOTC shall submit to the DBM, the House Committes on Appropriations and the Ssnate Committee onm Finance, either in printed form
or by way of electronic document, a certification of monthly income collected and actual expemses incurred, and the year-end audited
financial statement of the MRT 3 operations. The Secretary of Transportatiop and Commwpications and the Agency’s web administrator or
hisfher equivalent shall be responsible for ensuring that the year-end audited financial statement is posted on the DTC website.

7. Light Rail Tramsit Autkority Projects. The amount of Six Billion One Hundred Seventeen Million Five Hundred Sixty Six Thovsand
Pesos (P6,117,566,000) appropriated herein for the: (i) Light Rail Tramsit (LRT) Line 1 Worth Extepsion; (ii) LRT Line 1 (Dasmarifias
Line); (iii) LRT Line 1 Cavite Extension; (iv) LRT Line 2 West Extemsion; (v) LRT Line 2 East Extension; and (vi) LAY Line 4 (Ortigas te
Taytay) including prior years® relsases shall be recorded as equity contribution of the MNational Goversment upon the passage of a bill
increasing the capitalization of the Light Rail Tramsit Authority.

The DOTC shall subait to the DBM, the House Commitiee on Appropriations and the Semate Committee on Finance, either in printed fora
or by way of electronic document, a certification of monthly income callected and actual expenses incurred, and the year-end audited
financial statement of the MRT 3 operatioms. The Secretary of Transportation and Communications and the Agency’s web adsimistrator or
his/her equivalent shall be responsible for ensuring that the year-end awdited financial statesent is posted en the DOTC website.
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8. Construction of Yarious Airports and Mavigational Facilities. TYhe amownt of 5ix Billion Wine Hundred Twenty Two Million Five
Hundred Forty Thousand Pesos [P6,922,540,000) appropriated herein for the construction of various airports and navigatioeal facilities,
and acquisition of navigational equipment shall be recarded in the books of accounts of the DOTC and transfarred to the Civil Aviation
Authority of the Philippines as equity contribution of the Mational Government in accordance with Saction 14 of R.A. MNo. 9497,

9. Engineering and Administrative Overhead Expenses. The DOTC is amthorized to deduct engineering and administrative averhead (Fa0}
expenses for infrastructure projects costing more than Five Million Peses (P5,000,000) but not to exceed three percent (3%) of the project
cost.

The autharized FAQ expenses shall be limited to: (i) administrative averhead including the hiring of individuals engaged through job
orders or contracts of service or such other engageaznt of personngl without any employer-employee relationship; (ii) pre~construction
activities after detailed engineering; (iii) construction project wanagement; (iv) testing and quality control; [v) acquisition,
rehabilitation and repair of related equipsent and parts; and (vi) contingencies im relation to pre-canstruction activities. The EAD
expenses shall be treated or bocked-up as capitalized expenditures and form part of the project cost.

Disbursements or expenditures by the DOTC in violation of the above reqirements shall be void and shall smbject the erring officials
and employees to disciplinary actions im accordance with Section 43, Chapter 5 and Section 80, Chapter 7, Book YI of E.0. Mo. 292, and
to appropriate criminal action under existing penal laws.

The BOTC shall submit to the DBM, the House Committee on Appropriations and the Senate Coamiitez on Finance, either in printed form
or by way of electronic docewent, quarterly reports an fimancial and physical accomplishments. The $Secretary of Transportation and
Communications and the Agency’s web adwinistrator or hisfher equivalent shall be responsible for ensuring that the said quarterly reparts
are likewise posted on the DOTC website.

10. Project Modification. The Secretary of Transpariation and Communications is authorized to modify the details within a program,
activity or project, subject to the following: {i} the allotment released has not been obligated; (ii) may only be done once and sntil
June 30, 2016, except iFf due to the occurrence of calamities; (iii) of the same project category; (iv) within the same legislative
district; and (v) undertaken by the same operating unit.

In no case shall change in operating unit be allawed.

The POTC shall inform the DBX, copy furnished the House Commiitem on Appropriations and the Senate Committee on Fimance, in writing
of every mndification within five (5) calendar days from its appraval. The Seretary of Transportation and Coemunications and the Agescy’s
web adainistrator or his/ker equivalent shall be responsibla for ensuring that such modification is likewise pasied on the DOTC website
within the same period.
