In addition to the zmounts appropriated hersin. all income
generated from the operations of the AFP Medical Center shall be deposited in an authorized govermsent depository bank and used to asgment
the hospital’s HODE and Capital Ouilay requiremenis, subject to the following conditions: (i) at lsast iwenty-five percent {753) of said
incomg shall e uiilized fo purchese and upgrade hospital equipment used directly in the delivery of health services: and (i) income
saurced from Philllealth reisbursessnis from availasent of medical services shall be used exclusively by said haspital for the improveasni
of ifs facilities, and the replenishesat of drugs, medicines and vaccines, including medical and dental supplizs ssed in qovernment health
care fapililias.

Likewise, all revenues derived from the Camp Aguinalde golf club wembership dues, green fess, concession fees, and such other income
from business-relaled operations of the golf course shell be depssitad in an awthorized govarneeni depository bask and shall be wsad fo
cover the sxpenses Incurved in its operations. #my ewcess income from the aperations of the golf course may be wsed to augsent the HOOE
and Capitsl Butlay requiresenis of &FP Nedical Cenler and other 880 treatment facilities.

In no case shall said ipcome be used for the payment of salaries, allowances and ather benzfits.

Disbursemenis or expenditures by the hospital in violation of the above requiresenis shall be void and shall subisct the arring
officizls and esployess to disciplinary actions in sccordance with Section 43, Chapter 5 and Section 8¢, Chapter 7, Book ¥I of E.0. Ho.
232, 5. 1387, and to appropriale criminal action under sxisting penal laws.

Fees and charges from the use of equipment and facilities collected by
the AFF shall be used fo augment ifs operating requiremenls in accordance with Section 1 of E.8. Mo, 1002, s. 1985. Said fees and
charges shall be deposited with the Hetional Treasury and recorded as Lrust receipts in accordance with £.0. Mo 338, 5. 1996

3. Trust Receipts from Firearms License Fees. Thirty percent (30%) nst proceeds of the firearms license fees collected by the PHP
shall be used for the scholarship privileges tfo surviving children of deceased or persanently incapacitated silitary persomnel inm
accordance with R4, Mo, 6963, Said fees shall be deposited with the Hational Traasery and recordad as irust receipts in sccordance
with £.0. H#o. 338.

4. Trust Receipts for the United Hations Peacekeeping Operations. The fumds provided by the United Hations for the peacekesping
operations shall be used to cover the allowance, unifors, gear and squipwent, weaponry and training ameumition, pre-deployeent expenses,
and maintenance of the Peacekeeping Training Center sebject o the condition that said funds shall first be used to reisburse any advances
sade by the Hational Govermment fo fund the foragoing requirements.

7. Bilateral Engagesents. The amounis appropriated for bilatsral engagements shall be administered by the General Headquarters of
the AFP. Amy wmateriel, supplies, equipseni, facilitiss and other property received by the General Headquarters in connection with the
activities endertaken pursuant to said bilateral engagements shall be booked-up as governsent property.

8. Combal Expenses. &m amoust not exceeding Tws Hundred Thousand Pesos (P200,000) per quarter for each company or its equivalent in
the General Headquariers of the AFP wmay be wtilized by its tactical units for incidentel and necessary expensss during operaticnal
exigencizs. Such amount, chargeable against MOOE for combal expenses, shall be frzated as cash advance subject to disbursemest and
liquidation in accordance with COA Circular Hos. 97-002 and 2004-006 dated February 10, 1997 and Sepiember 9, 2004, respectively.

9. Restriction on Use of Funds Allotted for Petrolews, 0il and Lubricants. The amnunis appropriated herein far the purchase or
ecquisitian of patroleua, oil and lebricanis for the General Headquariers of the AFP shall be usad exclusively for said purposas.

18, Restriction on Armed Forces of the Philippines Expenditurss. Ho amount appropriated herein shall be used to fund expenditures
of military persomsel in excess of these authorized and required based on the actual traap strength of the General Headquarters of the
AFP.

11. Reimbursement of Expenses Incerred in Anti-Smuggling and Fconomic Subversion Operations. FExpenses incurred by the General
Weadquartars of the AFP in anti-smuggling, economic subversion or similar operations may be reimbursed out of the proceeds from the sale
of itess seized or confiscaied by the AFP upon recoessndation aof the Secretary of Hational Defense and approval by the President of
the Bhilippines, subjsct io the submission of a2 Spacial Budget pursuent to Section 35, Chapter 5, Book VI of E.0. Ho. 297 and
budgating, accounting and awdilting rulss and requlations.

12. Rice Subsidy. The amount of Thirtean Million Seven Hundred Fifty Five Thousand Pesos (P13,755,000) appropriatad herein shall
be usad Tor the provision of rice subsidy, squivalent to twenty (28) kilos of rice a menth, in the fors of financial assistance to the
gilitary personnel of the Gensral Headgquarters of the &FP.

13. Reporting and Posting Requirements. The AFP shall subait quarterly reports on its fimancial and physical accomplisheents,
within thirty (30) days after the end of every quarter, through the following:

{a) URS or other electronic means for reporis not coversd by the URS until such time that all agencies have fully migrated to the
BTHS; and
