In no case
shall said fund be used for the payment of fravel and transportation allowances.

Disbursements or expenditures by DFA in violation of the abave requirements shall be void and shall subject the erring officials
and employees io disciplinary actions in accordance with Section 43, Chapter 5 and Section 80, Chapier 7, Book VI of E.0. Ho. 292, s.
1987, and to appropriste criminal action under existing pemal laws.

3. Education Allowance for Dependents of Officers and Employees in Foreign Service Posts. The amount of One Hundred Million Pesos
{P160,000,000) appropriated herein under General Wanagement and Supervision shall be used for the provision of education allowance io
compensate for additional cost incurred by officers and employees assigned abroad for the education of their legal depandent childrea:
PROVIDED, That the allowance shall not be payable in respect to posis where free education is offered. The education 2llowance o be
grasted o qualified officers and employees in foreign service posts shall not exceed Three Thousand Five Hundred US Dallars {USD 3,500)
per qualifiad dependent per scheol year for 2 mavimum of three legal dependents. The allowance shall be granted on reimbursement basis,
subject to the guidelines to be issued by the DBM.

4. legal #Assistance Fund. The legal Assistance Fund allocated herein as provided for by R.A. No. 8042, as amended, shall be
used exclusively fo provide legal assistance to migrant workers and overseas Filipines in accordance with the said lamws. It shall be
gade svailable from the time of the arrest to the trial proper and at all levels of appeal for all migrant workers especially those
chargad with crimes punishable by 1ifs imprisonment or death.
