Subject : BUDGET PRIORITIES FRAMEWORK FOR THE PREPARATION OF
THE FY 2026 AGENCY BUDGET PROPOSALS UNDER TIER 2

1.0 PURPOSE

This FY 2026 National Budget Memorandum (NBM) is being issued to provide the
departments, agencies, and other entities with the following:

1.1 The key strategies and programs/projects that will be prioritized for funding under the
fiscal space for Tier 2 as they respond to emerging directions of the priority sectors of the
Marcos Jr. Administration consistent with the Philippine Development Plan (PDP) 2023-
2028": ’ ¢

1.2 The specific guidelines in the formulation of the Tier 2 proposals which shall be submitted
on or before April 30, 2025; and

1.3 The updated FY 2026 and 2027 Budget Ceilings and FY 2028 Forward Estimates of
Departments and Agencies (Annex A).

The macroeconomic assumptions and fiscal aggregates for the FY 2026 National Budget as
approved by the Development Budget Coordination Committee (DBCC), as well as the
information on the resulting fiscal space, shall be issued separately.

2.0 EXPENDITURE DIRECTIONS FOR FY 2026

The Marcos Jr. Administration has been implementing the initiatives in the PDP 2023-2028
with the ultimate goal of achieving social and economic transformation and make the
Philippines a prosperous, inclusive, and resilient society.

In support of these initiatives, expenditure directions under Tier 2 for FY 2026 were identified -
based on the gaps and strategies outlined in the Philippine Development Report (PDR)-2024.
These include flagship infrastructure programs, human capital development initiatives, food
and water security measures, and digitalization efforts, among others. The said priorities are
anchored on the President’s 8-Point Socioeconomic Agenda, PDP 2023-2028, and brand of
governance.and leadership - Bagong Pilipinas. Likewise, these are consistent with the

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National deernment’s (NG) commitment to the realization of the AmBisyon Natin 2040 and
the achievement of the 2030 Sustainable Agenda.

As a policy, the Program Convergence Budgeting (PCB) approach will now become an
integral part of the budget process. Hence, the lead and participating agencies of PCB
programs are reminded of the requirements as prescribed by DBM Circular Letter No. 2025-
4 dated March 6, 2025.2 While the PCB approach does not ensure the inclusion of P/A/Ps in
the proposed national budget, it provides evidence of a holistic and well-planned proposal.

Meanwhile, pursuant to Section 5 of Executive Order No. 82 dated January 28, 2025° the
Regional Development Council (RDC)-endorsed P/A/Ps under the respective agencies’
Regional Development Plans (RDPs) shall be given priority in the evaluation of agency
budget proposals, subject to the submission of duly accomplished budget preparation forms.

Moreover, the NG remains firm in its commitment to support the full devolution of basic
services and facilities to Local Government Units (LGUs), recognizing that LGUs play
indispensable roles in fostering inclusive growth.

In view thereof, the NG shall endeavor to support programs and measures aimed at (i)
capacitating LGUs in preparation for their assumption of devolved functions and in ensuring
effective public financial management; and (ii) increasing linkages and strengthening
collaboration between and among national government agencies (NGAs) and LGUs, through
the development of frameworks and/or digital systems which aim to harmonize regional plans
and national priorities.

Further, the NG shall be guided by current and forthcoming policies concerning the
streamlining of the devolution effort and shall evaluate proposals in accordance with the
expenditure management framework of the FY 2026 budget, and in consideration of the
absorptive capacities of NGAs and LGUs.

2.1 Infrastructure Development

The NG's commitment to infrastructure development, through the Build-Better-More
Program, shall be focused on the National Economic and Development Authority
(NEDA) Board-approved list of Infrastructure Flagship Projects
(IFPs). Encompassing a wide range of sectors, such as physical connectivity, water
resources, agriculture, health, and digital connectivity, the IFPs aim to address not only
infrastructure needs but also to deliver comprehensive, cross-sectoral impact. In addition,
support shall be provided towards the timely implementation of IFPs such as project
preparation activities (e.g., feasibility studies) and right-of-way acquisition (ROWA).*

Priority shall also be given to addressing universal mobility and connectivity needs, with
emphasis on investments in active transport infrastructure and other complementary
projects that feed into a network of national and local multimodal systems.

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2.2 Human Capital Development

To capitalize on the country’s demographic dividend®, the NG shall improve its Human
Capital Index® score (0.52 in 20207) which is lagging behind its regional peers® by 9.5
percentage points on average. Thus, support in the health, education, social protection,
and labor sectors are critical in increasing the current and future workers’ productivity by
reversing learning losses and resolving job-skills mismatch.

2.2.1 Health
The NG shall continue to support the implementation of the Universal Health Care
(UHC) Act® through promoting equitable access to quality healthcare for all
Filipinos, with emphasis on primary healthcare services. Interventions include
multistakeholder engagement to promote and advocate for health choices and
behavior to improve the social determinants of health.

The NG shall likewise enhance efficiency and resiliency of health systems through
targeted interventions and convergence of efforts in addressing persistent
challenges and gaps besetting the health sector—including issues on rising
adolescent pregnancies and stunting/wasting in children. Further, disease
surveillance and response shall be improved to make health systems responsive
and adaptive to public health threats such as anti-microbial resistance, as well as
emerging and re-emerging infectious diseases similar to the COVID-19 pandemic.

2.2.2 Education
A strategy framework that focuses on improving access to education and lifelong
learning opportunities to accelerate learning recovery shall be continuously
adopted. Interventions shall include promoting quality, inclusive, adaptive, resilient,
and future-ready basic education; pursuing globally competitive and inclusive
Technical, Vocational, and Education and Training (TVET); providing capacity
building for educators; and improving access to early childhood education.

The NG shall also address school infrastructure and classroom backlogs through
accelerating delivery of basic education facilities, prioritizing those areas with high
shortages and those located in Geographically Isolated and Disadvantaged Areas
(GIDA).

2.2.3 Social Protection
Continued support shall be extended towards strengthening the Pantawid
Pamilyang Pilipino Program (4Ps) to address the evolving needs of its
beneficiaries. The support provided to 4Ps beneficiaries shall consider factors such
as inflation rates and household purchasing power to ensure that benefits remain
adequate for their basic needs, thereby maximizing its socioeconomic effects.

2.2.4 Labor and Employment
To ensure that skills and competencies are aligned with the current and emerging
needs of the labor market’s priority sectors and responsive to the demands of the

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Fourth Industrial Revolution (4IR), the NG shall intensify strategies on stimulating
job opportunities complemented with upskilling and retooling of the labor force with
technical-vocational and lifelong learning skills. This includes (i) implementing the
newly enacted laws, i.e., the Trabaho Para sa Bayan (TPB) Act and the Enterprise-
Based Education and Training (EBET) Framework Act; (i) integrating and
expanding existing employment facilitation services, including career development
support; (iii) assessing regular employment programs; and (iv) supporting labor
market policies to bolster job-skills matching.

Likewise, efforts in strengthening social safety nets shall be sustained through
emergency employment and training programs for workers displaced by human-
induced disasters and natural calamities, as well as the critical groups belonging
to the most vulnerable sectors (i.e., youth, disadvantaged, and marginalized

groups).
2.3 Food and Water Security

Targeted measures shall be implemented to ensure food security amid ongoing and
emerging global and domestic challenges. Priority shall be accorded to the construction
and expansion of modern postharvest facilities in order to improve the overall agriculture
supply chain. This includes, among others, the nationwide establishment of essential
infrastructure such as dryers, silos, warehouses, rice mills, corn mills, and handling
equipment units.

On the other hand, the management of the country’s water resources shall adopt a more
holistic and sustainable approach. Hence, investments in the water resources sector shall
be geared towards projects with multipurpose functions that integrate irrigation, flood
mitigation, and water supply. Such water infrastructure projects, especially flood control
and management projects, shall also integrate hydropower, aquaculture, and ecotourism,
including the feasibility of incorporating reforestation and land cover restoration in
upstream/watershed areas.

2.4 Industry Development

The Department of Trade and Industry (DTI) shall continue expanding its programs to
further improve the domestic market production and supply base. The Negosyo Centers
shall be extended to include LGUs without these facilities. In addition. support shall be
provided to transform existing One Town, One Product (OTOP) stores nationwide into
multifaceted hubs. These hubs will offer mentoring and learning sessions, meeting and
networking spaces, and opportunities to explore and purchase OTOP products.

In the services sector, the country shall leverage the potential of its tourism industry
particularly on the emerging travel destinations. Efforts shall focus on promoting
multidimensional tourism,'® particularly through the Philippine Experience Program, while
also enhancing the quality of tourism services.

2.5 Research and Development, and Innovation

The Philippines’ innovation capacity will be enhanced through stronger collaboration
between the government, academe, and the private sector. On the part of the NG,
suppert shall be provided for incubation programs of innovative startups. These
incubation programs aim to provide holistic support for innovative startups which covers
the ideation stage to growth and scale-ups. This will be complemented by investments
in human capital through the expansion of scholarship programs with the objective of

increasing human resources in research and development, and in innovation priority
areas.'

2.6 Digitalization

The NG digitalization efforts shall be focused on improving bureaucratic efficiency and
enhancing public service delivery. Hence, investments in digitalization shall be geared
towards employing digital solutions that will streamline government processes, and in
ensuring the integration and interoperability of the NG's digital systems. Such
investments are necessary to enhance the movement of information, promote digital
inclusion, and harness the gains of the digital economy.

2.7 Environment, and Climate and Disaster Resilience

The intensifying impacts of climate change and extreme weather events remain to be a
significant threat to the Philippines’ economic resilience. In this regard, there is a need to
balance economic growth and environmental sustainability by strengthening the
resilience of the country’s environment and natural resources against multi-dimensional
shocks as a result of climate change and natural disasters.

Towards this end, the NG shall intensify its efforts on the protection, rehabilitation, and
management of ecosystems through the scaling up of novel tools and technologies that
will strengthen enforcement and monitoring. The conservation of marine resources shall
also be ramped up through the establishment of marine scientific research stations and
in the adoption of technologies that will strengthen marine protection activities. These
shall be complemented by investments in capacity-building initiatives on the use of local
risk-informed plans, enhanced multi-hazard impact-based forecasting and early warning
systems, and risk information platforms, towards the improved implementation of
resilience actions. Further, the Department of Social Welfare and Development’s
(DSWD) Adaptive and Shock Responsive Social Protection (ASRSP) system shall be
integrated into existing government mechanisms to ensure timely and effective
responses to risks and shocks.

3.0 FORMULATING THE TIER 2 PROPOSALS

3.1 Composition of Tier 2 Proposals

The agency proposals under Tier 2 for FY 2026, including its multi-year requirements for
FYs 2027-2028, shall be categorized as follows:

3.1.1 High priority new or expanded PAPs;

3.1.2 Scaled-up activities in terms of policy change such as scope, beneficiaries,
design or implementation schedule; and

3.1.3 Essential operations, maintenance, asset replacement and minor capital cost,
including funding required for capacity-building programs to LGUs.

A list of Tier 2 inclusions by allotment class are detailed in Annex A of National Budget
Memorandum No. 153 — National Budget Call for FY 2026.

3.2 Formuiating fier 2 Proposals

3.2.1

The department/agency’s budget officers, as well as the Budget and Management
Bureaus (BMBs) and Regional Offices (ROs), shall undertake necessary
analysis/evaluation to reflect the budgetary requirements of their Tier 2 proposals.

The proposal shall also include estimates for the out-years (i.e., FY 2027-2028)
to be considered for medium-term planning and programming, as may be
applicable.

To optimize allocation of the limited fiscal space, Tier 2 proposals shall be
evaluated taking into consideration the following:

3.2.2.1 Alignment with the Priorities of the current Administration
The budget proposals shall be aligned with the 8-point Socioeconomic
Agenda as integrated in the PDP 2023-2028. Those proposals which
address the identified gaps through the strategies indicated in this BPF will
be prioritized for funding.

3.2.2.2 Shovel/Implementation Readiness
Consistent with the continuing adoption of the Cash Budgeting System
(CBS), the PAPs to be included in the budget must be implementation-
ready and shall be completed within the fiscal year. The goods and
services must be delivered and paid within the year. Accordingly, the
proposed budget for FY 2026 shall only pertain to the cash
requirements to be fully disbursed within FY 2026.

The proposals must include clear, comprehensive, and complete
submission of relevant supporting documents such as:

Feasibility Studies;

Detailed Engineering Designs;

Annual Procurement Plans;

Relocation Action Plans;

Right of Way Acquisitions;

Agency Operational Plans;

Agency Sector Roadmaps;

Network Plans;

Inter-agency Clearances and Permits; and,
Proofs of coordination with LGU implementers.

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The proposal may also include other necessary information like monitoring
and evaluation (M&E) plans and risk management plans which indicate
efforts to ensure that the proposed PAPs are ready for implementation or
execution.

If preparatory works are still required prior to actual execution of a new
program or project, the necessary funding requirement shall only cover
the initial phase of implementation, which is planned to be disbursed
within the year.

3.2.2.3 Agency Absorptive Capacity
The agency absorptive capacity as indicated by the agency’s budget
utilization rates, represents the likelihood that the new appropriations can
be utilized by the agency. A low absorptive capacity indicates that the
agency is unlikely to utilize additionai funds.

3.2.2.4 Available fiscal space set by the DBCC
The department/agencies are reminded to tightly prioritize their proposals
given limited fiscal space.

3.2.2.5 Prioritization
Agencies shall reflect the order of prioritization of their budget proposals
by straight ranking (i.e., only one PAP per rank and without sub ranking)
as evidence to the level of commitment the agencies will be exercising for
their PAPs.

An indicative APP shall be prepared alongside the budget proposal to enable the
agency’s conduct of the Early Procurement Activities once the FY 2026 NEP is
submitted to Congress in August 2025.

The Budget Preparation (BP) Forms 202 and 203 issued in NBM No. 153, as well
as BP Forms 709 and 710 for GOCCs issued in Corporate Budget Memorandum
(CBM) No. 47, and other relevant supporting documents shall be the basis for the
evaluation. Hence, the agencies shall ensure clear, comprehensive, and complete
submissions of these forms.

The Tier 2 proposals shall be submitted to DBM though the Online Submission of
Budget Proposals (OSBP) System on or before April 30, 2025.

3.3 Planning and Budgeting Linkages

The NG will continue to work towards prioritizing strategic regional needs and
ensuring that regional plans align with national priorities. This approach aims to
enhance linkages that promote equitable regional investment opportunities and
growth. In particular, the NG’s FY 2026 Budget shall provide funds for agencies’
regional programs which are responsive to the needs of the poorest,
disadvantaged and lagging LGUs.

Coordination between Agency Central Offices (ACOs) with their respective
Agency Regional Offices (AROs) for the medium term shali be uncertaken,
subject to the following:

a. The department priorities in the different regions;

b. The assessment of implementation-readiness of the priority PAPs in the
regions; and

c. The consideration of the likely resource constraints for the regicnal planning
and budgeting as a result of the “Mandanas Ruling”.

In turn, AROs shall craft annual regional plans and budgets anchored to these
priorities and criteria, coordinating their efforts with their counterpart Regional
Development Councils (RDCs) to ensure alignment of regional programs with that
of the ACO’s national programs.

Agency programs to be implemented by LGUs must be coordinated with the
targeted LGUs to assess the resource availability and ensure that they are
responsive to local and regional needs.

The ACOs through their AROs, and State Universities and Colleges (SUCs) shall
finalize their agency budget proposals and shall provide timely feedback to the
RDCs, through BP Form C, on the items that were and were not included in the
submitted proposals.



Hence, fhe Department Secretary/Head of Agency/SUC shall be held responsible
in ensuring that its budget proposals have gone through the necessary RDC
review process and RDC endorsement, as may be applicable.

3.4 Reviewing Entities

Agency proposals shall undergo the review process/es of the following entities before
they are recommended for funding:

3.41 The NEDA Board Investment Coordination Committee (ICC) for review of the
project proposals with total project costs of at least P2.5 billion, except as
otherwise provided by law, such as, but not limited to projects:

a. Covered by Republic Act (RA) No. 11966 or the Public-Private Partnership
(PPP) Code of the Philippines and its Implementing Rules and Regulations
(IRR);

b. Requiring National Government borrowing or guarantee';

¢. Requiring Presidential or NEDA Board approvals on existing laws, rules, and
regulations; and

d. Proposed for funding with the Chinese Government, regardless of amount.

3.4.2 The NEDA Board Committee on Infrastructure (INFRACOM) for review of all
infrastructure projects which shall undergo the Three-Year Rolling Infrastructure
Plan (TRIP) process. This is to ensure responsiveness to the outputs and outcomes
of the PDP 2023-2028 and implementation readiness when being proposed for
budget inclusion.

3.4.3 Other endorsing entity for review of budget proposals involving specific concerns
as detailed in Section 5.2 and 5.4 of the NBM No. 153 — National Budget Call for
FY 2026.

The lead agencies of PCB programs for the budget proposais of their respective
participating agencies in accordance with DBM Circular Letter No. 2025-4 dated
March 6, 2025.

Only proposals that pass the respective review process/es shall be considered for funding
under the FY 2026 Budget.
